No
entries will be accepted which have been grown in any commercial market garden.

4. Exhibitors must supply their own containers and be responsible for same at the end
of the show.

5. Professional florist and nurseries are excluded.

6. No added foliage unless specified.

7. All exhibits must be outdoor grown, exception of potted plants.

8. A.H.A.judges use Judging and Exhibiting Standards for Horticultural Shows. View
on Alberta Government website. Available also from the Alberta Horticultural
Association.

9. Noxious and prohibited noxious weeds are not permitted. For more information see
Identification Guide for Alberta Invasive Plants. Available from the AHA.

10. All exhibits must be free from insects and disease.
